HCD NEWS

I’m excited about a small 
movement that is happening 
within the ranks of our economic 
development professionals in 
North Dakota. I’m hoping it will 
have a positive impact on Hazen. 
The thought behind the move-
ment is simple. Community development, including main 
street development, needs to have a higher priority than 
it currently enjoys. 
   After decades of having communities work the primary 
sector angle and just about every other angle, rural 
North Dakota is still losing. The thought then and now 
was and is, go after the jobs that bring in money from the 
outside or create new wealth. There’s nothing wrong 
with that in itself. But the theory goes on to infer that if 
communities concentrated on primary sector de-
velopment, everything else, including community 
development and Main Street would take care of itself. 
That thought is flawed and with growing consensus there 
are developers in the state who are now interested 
raising the status of community development. They 
believe main street community development needs to be 
at the same level of importance as primary sector 
development. Community development, in part, means 
taking care and improving our community’s attract-
tiveness, wow, and ability to grow as a destination point. 
    For instance, in Hazen we have some of the best 
primary sector businesses in North Dakota surrounding 
us. These businesses have been attracting young 
people (replacing retirees) for a decade. Yet our school 
system has dropped numbers for at least 10 years and 
so has the population of the county overall. What I am 
saying is – even though Hazen is a bright spot in terms 
of small community survival to this point– we are 
challenged by statistics that tell us if we don’t do better, 
we are going to keep sliding. We need to keep doing the 
things that help people decide to stay or move here and 
those numbers have to be larger than the number of 
people who leave us. 
    That’s where community development “along with” 
recruiting and growing primary sector jobs comes into 
play. It starts with knowledge. We need to know as much 
about community development as possible and why it’s 
important. We need a consensus from community 
leadership that will change the paradigm of thought to 
that which raises the bar for community development. 
Then it includes the confidence and pride in a 
community to start making our community attractive 
enough for its existing and future residents. I’m happy to 
report that Hazen is ahead in the game but we’re only 
getting started. 
    The bottom line hasn’t changed for rural American 
communities. It’s grow or die. The evidence is 
indisputable. HCD is behind community development. 
Hazen, I’m proud to say, continues to work the 
community development angle and still learning. It will 
be interesting to see what steps the state will take in that 
direction – and when.
